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2 Overview

2 Overview

The PG-B3 Option allows the user to connect an incremental encoder with complementary
output (PG) for motor speed feedback to the drive to increase the control accuracy and
performance in V/f w/PG, CLV, and AOLV control methods.

This PG encoder signal allows the drive to compensate for subtle variations in the load while
providing the drive with the necessary data to control the output frequency and maintain an
accurate constant speed.

The option reads a 50 kHz maximum input frequency from the PG encoder. Select a PG
encoder with 50 kHz maximum output when operating at maximum speed.

Two ground wires should share the same
ground terminal when connecting three options.

4, Prepare and connect the wire ends as shown in Figure 6 and Figure 7. Refer to

Wire Gauges and Tightening Torques on page 33 to confirm that the proper
tightening torque is applied to each terminal. Take particular precaution to ensure
that each wire is properly connected and wire insulation is not accidentally pinched
into electrical terminals.
